Anew office scheme is welcoming one of the

most prestigious names in British motoring,
as well as bucking the trend in the

Oxfordshire property market.
The historic Bentley Drivers' Club will make its

new world headquarters at the Apollo Office Park
at Wroxton, near Banbury.

It marks the end of a long search for the club,
formed in 1936 and which has been at its current

base in Long Crendon, near Thame, since 1948.
A spokesman said: "We needed larger premises

to co-ordinate a growing worldwide club and
Wroxton is very central."

One factor in the move may have been that
developer Robery Synge has a background in
motorsport, and still manages international sports

car driver,GuySmith,who wasthe winner of Le
Mans24-hrsRacein 2003with Bentley.

Mr Syngesaid: "Thisisa veryexcitingproject
and we arethrilled the club choseApollo."
